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Summary about the company:  


Battery, after a short lifetime, is dangerous to a greater extent to the environment. Accordingly, battery was classified as a product subject to product fee pursuant to Act LVI of 1995, and a fee set forth in the Act should be paid on batteries.


Obligors may be exempted from the obligation to pay product fee, if they reached the obligatory collecting and recycling ratio. Obligors may fulfil this obligation individually, or via an organization coordinating recycling. 


It is one the criteria to be exempted to fulfil those set forth in the Order 9/2001 (April 9) of Ministry of Environment and Water Management, accordingly it should be indicated on batteries that those are to be collected separately, or that those contain heavy metal. Furthermore, information in Hungarian should be attached to batteries that those contain dangerous materials, as well information how to recycle those safely. According to the Order, at places of distribution an opportunity should be provided to collect batteries. 


Our company was established by the founding members on June 25, 2002, with the objective to provide its members and contractual partners exemption from paying product fee of batteries, so that ensure fulfilment of obligations required by the state by organizing recycling of scrap, and this way establish more favourable economic conditions for obligors than paying fees to the state.

Services rendered by Hungakku Public Benefit Company to its partners:

· Providing obligors an exemption from paying product fee on a long-term basis (January 1, 2006 – December 31, 2007),
· Public benefit activity, within that free of charge Green Number and operating permanent information services,
· Leaflets and brochures provided to parties subject to obligation, which already at the sales inform the population about instructions what to do with batteries.

A system ensuring the above-mentioned has been set up; Code of Practice of our coordinating organization, and agreements required for the exemption are available on our website, and those are available to anyone.

Economic concept:

The obligor will not pay a product fee to the state, however, our organization – against paying a recycling fee – will guarantee fulfilment of collecting and recycling obligations. Accordingly, any battery manufacturer or distributor, who joined the coordinating organization, will transfer obligation of fulfilment by paying a license fee. The coordinating organization will cover costs of collection and preparation for recycling from the license fees paid up. In 2006, due to the increased product fee, higher saving may be achieved, which will amount to 60% according to the preliminary calculations!
